On April 12, 2010, Dr. Nicholas Saunders, Vice Chancellor of University of Newcastle, Australia,
visited Yamaguchi University’s Ube-Kogushi Campus. First, Vice-Chancellor Saunders visited
Faculty of Health Science and had discussion with Dr. Takahashi, Director of Faculty of Health
Science, and Dr. Hattori, Director of International Student Center, there. The Asia Pacific

It is expected that this visit will promote more active exchanges between two universities than
ever before.
